The Role of University Council of Advisors

The University Council is a group of professionals who serve as advisors to the University President and the nonprofit Board of Directors.  They are not intended to replace more formal legal and fiscal contra tors, but to provide the University governance team an opportunity for ongoing professional dialogue with voluntary advisors who have an interest in the quality and integrity of the institution. The University Council represents the professional arena’s voice in the voluntary governance of Akamai University.  As a socially responsible non-profit institution dedicated to the advancement of the human condition, Akamai University places high value on responsible corporate citizenship, community development, diverse and respectful representation, and socially responsible academic and research initiatives. To help in these matters, the University Council makes recommendations to the Board of Directors related to the social and community direction of the University.  It recommends to the President the establishment of new programs related to outreach, community service, administration and finance, socially responsible research, and matters of institutional ethics.  The Council may establish standing committees and receive recommendations and petitions from those committees and issue advisement as it determines most effective.  It investigates and recommends new and revised institutional policies, procedures, rules and guidelines and submits advisement regarding academic matters to the Board o the University.  It is the body through which the University President administers matters impacting institutional mission and community service.

 

Authority of University Council of Advisors
The University Council is not a policy making body but is strictly advisory in nature and operates in an informal manner.  Members of the Council are not held liable for any recommendations or advisement given and it is the responsibility of University administrators and Board Directors to verify and conclude proper actions by the preponderance of the evidence on any matter before them.   The University Council, as individuals or as a body, is empowered to openly discuss any matters relative to academic quality and institutional integrity of the University and make recommendations to the University President in support of decisions relative to administrative actions and the Board of Directors for subsequent deliberation and decision on the following:

 

· Establishment of corporate rules of ethics and protocol

· Outreach, community service, local development efforts, and socially responsible research initiatives

· Quality of academic programs, courses or research

· Capital donations, fundraising and local networking activities, finance
· Capital expenditures related to outreach, promotion, and community involvement

· Community service activities or educational affiliations

· Recommendations for high honors or awards

· Policy recommendations to be considered by the Board of Directors on matters impacting the institutional mission, community service, or social action

Meetings and other Activities of the Council

There are no scheduled or required meetings of the entire Council.  The Council members will be provided the contact information for the other advisors and members of the Board.  Within the role and authority of the Council, members may decide, as they deem appropriate to open dialogue with one another, or the University leadership. 

Recommendations from Council members may be submitted in reply to a written request for guidance or may be submitted without request based upon a concept or issue any member feels should be brought to the attention of the University leadership.  Members of the Council will receive invitations to attend formal functions of the University and to participate in interactive functions, as appropriate.  Advisors will receive notification of the University’s quarterly newsletter, as well as other special notices of events and occurrences that may be of interest.
